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of God, I will usually underline it in my Bible and write it down, because it 
helps me get to know God better. 

2. WHO AM I?  

What do I learn about the nature of man? 

The second question you should ask yourself when you are reading 
the Bible is: What does this Scripture teach me about who I am? The Bible 
tells us that if we are Christians, then we are children of God, adopted into 
God’s family, accepted in the beloved, forgiven, more than conquerors 
through Him who loved us, God is for us and not against us, and nothing 
can separate us from the love of God. As we meditate on who we are in 
Christ, it changes the way we see ourselves. 

3. GOD‘S PROMISES? 

Is there a promise to claim? 

The third question to ask is: What does this Scripture teach me about 
God’s promises? There are many places in the Bible where God has told 
us what He would do for us. He said He would forgive our sins, heal our 
diseases, redeem our life from destruction, and satisfy our mouths with 
good things. These are all precious gifts from God, but we won’t be able 
to claim them and experience them in our lives if we don’t know what 
they are. 

4. GOD‘S COMMANDMENTS?  

Is there a commandment to obey? 

The fourth question to ask is: What does this Scripture teach me 
about God’s commandments? The Bible is full of things that God wants 
us to do for Him. God wants us to love Him with all of our hearts, and 
love our neighbor as ourselves.  

When you ask yourself these four questions, you will always have 
something to put into practice in your life. 

 

CLOSING: THE FIVE MINUTE CHALLENGE. 

God wants us to grow up - to grow up spiritually, and become more 
like Jesus. I want to challenge you to take five minutes a day to read 
through the New Testament, Psalms and Proverbs this year. We have a 
Bible reading schedule that is available to download from our website at 
www.beausejourchurch.ca. If you get into God’s Word, it has the power 
to radically change your life.

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CHURCH, IT’S TIME TO GROW UP! 

 

God has given us an amazing gift in the Bible. When we 
feed upon His Word, we will grow spiritually, and be-

come more like Jesus. 

 

 

“For the children of Israel walked forty years in the wilderness, till all 
the people who were men of war, who came out of Egypt, were con-
sumed, because they did not obey the voice of the Lord--to whom the 
Lord swore that He would not show them the land which the Lord had 
sworn to their fathers that He would give us, "a land flowing with milk 
and honey.” (Joshua 5:6). 

The above Scripture is one of the saddest commentaries in the Bible. 
God had raised up a mighty deliverer in the man of Moses, and brought 
His people out of slavery in Egypt. He had promised to take them to a 
land that was flowing with milk and honey, filled with the blessings and 
promises of God. It was going to be wonderful. But instead of being obe-
dient to what the Lord had called them to do, they started grumbling and 
complaining, and because of that, they ended up wandering around in the 
wilderness for forty years. A whole generation of believers missed their 
destiny in God because they weren’t willing and obedient! And it was only 
an eleven day journey to the Promised Land. How could they have been 
so close to their destiny and yet still missed it? 

Church – it’s time to grow up! If we want to experience new life in 
Christ, then we need to make a commitment to spiritual growth. Too 
many people are like a little hamster running on a hamster wheel. When 
you look at that little hamster, you have to wonder – what does he think 
he’s accomplishing? Where does he think he’s going? He’s expending a lot 
of energy, but when he gets off of that wheel, he’s in the exact same place 
as when he started.  

I wonder if people were to take a spiritual inventory of where they 
were at compared to where they were one year ago, would they see any 
difference? Are they any further along in the Christian walk? Have they 
been growing spiritually? The Christian life is not about a destination – it’s 
about a journey. It’s about changing and progressing, and not being con-
tent to stay where we’re at. One of the things the Lord finally said to the 
children of Israel was: “You have stayed at this mount long enough. It is 
time to break camp and move on.” (Deut. 1:6-7).   
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God is speaking prophetically to us today and saying, “You’ve stayed 
at this mountain long enough. You’ve come to a plateau, and you haven’t 
gone any further. You’ve gotten content.” It’s more comfortable to stay at 
a camp sitting around the campfire roasting marshmallows than it is to be 
climbing up the mountain and going higher. God wants us to break camp 
and move on into the next things that He has for us in the spirit realm.   

Today, if you would make a commitment to spiritual growth – to de-
veloping and strengthening your faith – I believe that in one year you 
won’t even recognize yourself. Why? Because of the power of God’s 
Word radically changing and transforming your life. Church, it’s time to 
grow up! 

When Liza and I were the youth pastors at Bible Fellowship in Surrey, 
I was also an adjunct professor at Pacific Life Bible College, and I taught 
two classes there: Bible Research and Hermeneutics (Bible Interpretation). 
I want to share with you some of the teachings that I shared with those 
Bible College students and show you how to get more out of God’s Word. 
If you’ve ever heard me preach before, you know that I often encourage 
people to read their Bibles. But how do we do that? When you’re teaching 
a kid to swim, you don’t toss them into the deep end and say, “Okay, 
swim!” If you do, they’re going to drown. Therefore, I want to share with 
you three basic principles for Bible study. The first one is: Why should we 
study the Bible? The second one is: What is the Bible? And the third one 
is: How do we study the Bible? First of all, let’s talk about the challenge to 
grow up. 

“As newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the word, that you may 
grow thereby, if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is gracious.” (1 Peter 
2:2-3). 

In this Scripture, Peter admonishes us to desire the pure milk of 
God’s Word, so that we can grow spiritually. Notice the first word of the 
following verse: It says, “If.” ‘If’ is an important connective word that 
gives us motivation for desiring the Word. We must first taste and see that 
the Lord is good, to come to a place where we understand and appreciate 
that once we were lost, but now we’ve been found, once we were on the 
road to hell, but now we’re on the road to Heaven. To we realize that 
we’re children of God, adopted into His family, and accepted in the be-
loved. When we do this, then we will have a desire to crave after the pure 
milk of the Word of God. 

When I first became a Christian, I didn’t have to have the pastor 
knocking on my door and saying, “You know, you’re supposed to read 
your Bible. That’s what good little Christians are supposed to do.” I didn’t 
need anyone to do that for me because I had tasted of the goodness of the 
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and the glory of God its end. 

It should fill the memory, rule the heart,  

and guide the feet. 

Read it slowly, frequently, prayerfully. 

It is a mine of wealth, a paradise of glory,  

and a river of pleasure. 

It is given you in life, will be opened at the judgment,  

and be remembered forever. 

It involves the highest responsibility, will regard the greatest labor,  

and condemn all who trifle with its sacred contents. 

 

HOW DO WE STUDY THE BIBLE? 

Have you ever sat down to do your daily devotions, and walked away 
feeling like you didn’t get anything out of it? You know the scenario: You 
read your chapter a day to keep the devil away, then you close your Bible 
and someone asks you, “What did you read in the Bible today?” You say: 
“I can’t remember. I know I did my reading, but I don’t remember what it 
was about!” Has that ever happened to you? If it has, then here is some 
real simple advice to help you get more out of your Bible study. First of 
all, get a notebook and take notes as you read the Bible. Taking notes 
helps you to keep your mind focused on what you’re doing. 

Now what should you write down? When I do my Bible reading, I 
often ask myself four questions. If you will ask yourself these questions 
every time you read the Bible, you will walk away with something practical 
that you can apply to your life. 

 

FOUR QUESTIONS TO ASK IN BIBLE STUDY:  

WHAT DOES THIS SCRIPTURE TEACH ME ABOUT: 

 

1. WHO GOD IS?  

What do I learn about the nature of God? 

One of the first reasons God gave us the gift of the Bible is to reveal 
His nature to us. How do we know that God is love? How do we know 
that He is holy, majestic, glorious, forgiving and merciful? How do we 
know that He is the powerful Creator of the universe, and the loving Re-
deemer of mankind? Because the Bible teaches us who God is. When I’m 
reading through my Bible and I come across something about the nature 
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How do we know we can trust the Bible? It was written by a trust-worthy, 
promise-keeping God.  

The Bible consists of the 39 books of the Old Testament and the 27 
books of the New Testament. The Bible is the living, inspired, authorita-
tive, inerrant Word of God. The Bible is living – it is alive, and it has the 
power to change your life today. It is inspired – that means it is God-
breathed. It is authoritative – if God spoke it, then it has authority, and we 
must listen. Finally, it is inerrant – that means that there are no mistakes or 
contradictions in it.   

An amazing thought about the Bible: God’s Word was written by 40 
different men over a period of 1600 years. Most of these writers were not 
alive at the same time, and could not work together in any way. However, 
the Bible has one continuing story flowing through it with no contradic-
tions. This fact alone is an amazing testimony to the fact that the Bible is 
true! 

Consider this powerful quote from Charles Spurgeon, the Prince of 
Preachers: “If God has spoken, listen! If God has recorded his words in a 
Book, search its pages with a believing heart. If you do not accept it as 
God’s inspired word, I cannot invite you to pay any particular attention to 
it; but if you regard it as the Book of God, I charge you, as I shall meet 
you at the judgment seat of Christ, study the Bible daily. Treat not the 
Eternal God with disrespect, but delight in His Word.”  

 

THE WORD OF GOD: Someone said once:   

This book reveals the mind of God, the state of man,  

the way of salvation, the doom of sinners,  

and the happiness of believers.  

Its doctrines are holy, its precepts are binding,  

its histories are true, and its decisions are immutable. 

Read it to be wise, believe it to be safe, and practice it to be holy. 

It contains light to direct you,  

food to support you,  

and comfort to cheer you. 

It is the traveler's map, the pilgrim's staff, the pilot's compass,  

the soldier's sword, and the Christian's charter. 

Here, too, heaven is opened and the gates of hell disclosed. 

Christ is its grand subject,  

our good its design,  
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Lord. When I first became a Christian, I said, “If this God is who the Bi-
ble says He is, a loving, accepting, forgiving and compassionate God, then 
I want to know Him.” God had made such a difference in my life at the 
age of 18 in saving me, forgiving my sins, and giving me new life, that I 
wanted to know Him more. One of the first things I did when I started 
following Jesus was to go out and buy myself a Bible. I was so hungry to 
know the Lord that I read the whole Bible from cover to cover in three 
months. I don’t say that to boast in my accomplishment. Rather, I share it 
to motivate you to do the same.   

It boggles my mind that someone could be a Christian their whole life 
and never once open up their Bible. To be a Christian means to be a disci-
ple of Jesus. How can we follow Him if we don’t know what He said? The 
Bible tells us how to follow Jesus. 

Peter tells us to desire the pure milk of the Word so that we can grow. 
God wants us to grow – He doesn’t want us to stay the same. Jesus said, 
“It is written, 'Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that 
proceeds from the mouth of God.” (Matthew 4:4). 

Most people take good care of their physical bodies with three square 
meals a day. When our physical body says, “Feed me!” We say, “Yes sir!” 
We make sure our bodies are well fed, but we neglect our spirits. For 
many Christians, the only food their spirit gets is once a week, Sunday 
mornings, the food that’s been regurgitated by their pastors. No one 
would even dream of letting their physical bodies go a whole week with 
only one snack from the cupboard early on Sunday mornings. We need to 
feed our spirit God’s Word every day.  

There is a parallel in the Bible between physical growth and spiritual 
growth. When you first become a believer in Jesus, the Bible calls you a 
‘babe in Christ’ – a spiritual baby. We understand when a new-born baby 
needs to wear a diaper to keep from making a mess. But if you saw an 
adult walking around still wearing diapers, we would all agree that there’s 
something wrong with that. Too many Christians don’t know how to feed 
themselves the Word of God yet. They’ve been in the church for ten 
years, but they don’t know how to read the Bible. God has invited all be-
lievers to come and partake of the heavenly feast of the Word of God.   

BREAKING IN BABY: 

To explore the parallels between physical growth and spiritual growth 
a little bit, I want to share with you this excerpt from “Breaking in Baby” 
by Dave Berry. This will give you a humorous look at the growth pro-
cess…  

“We have a son who began as a baby and has successfully reached the 
age of three without becoming an axe murderer, as far as we know. Thus 
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we are eminently qualified to tell you how to bring up your baby. Here’s 
my advice. 

Taking Your New Baby Home. There’s nothing quite like the moment 
a young couple leaves the hospital, walking with that characteristic new-
parent walk that indicates an obsessive fear of dropping the baby on its 
head. Finally, it’s just the three of you on your own! 

The Basic Baby Mood Cycle. All babies settle into this once they get 
over being born. Mood Number 1: Just About To Cry, Mood Number 2: 
Crying, Mood Number 3: Just Finished Crying. Your job is to keep your 
baby in Mood 3 as much as possible. Here is the traditional way to do this. 
When the baby starts to cry, you and your spouse just pass it back and 
forth repeatedly and recite these words in unison, “Do you suppose he’s 
hungry?” “He can’t be hungry, he just ate.” “Maybe he needs to be 
burped.” “No, that’s not it.” “Maybe his diaper needs to be changed.” 
“No, it’s dry.” “Do you think maybe he’s hungry?” And so on, and so on, 
until the baby can’t stand it anymore and decides to go to sleep. 

Baby’s First Solid Food. We’re using the term “food” loosely here. 
What we’re talking about are those little jars on store shelves with the 
smiling baby on the label and names like Prunes With Mixed Vegetables. 
Babies hate this stuff! Who wouldn’t? The way babies eat food is by ab-
sorbing it directly into their bloodstream through their faces. So, the most 
efficient way to feed a baby is to smear the food on its chin. Unfortunate-
ly, many inexperienced parents insist on putting the food into the baby’s 
mouth. They put in spoonful after spoonful of say, beets, sincerely believ-
ing they are doing something constructive when, in fact, the beets are 
merely going around the baby-food-return loop, which all humans are 
equipped with until the age of 18 months. After the parents finish feeding 
the baby, they remove the bib and clean up the area. That’s when baby 
starts to spew beets from his mouth, like a little beet volcano until his face 
is covered with beets which he can then absorb.” (Breaking in Baby by 
Dave Barry).  

BECOMING MATURE AND FULL GROWN IN THE LORD: 

“Jesus is the one who gave these gifts to the church: the apostles, the 
prophets, the evangelists, and the pastors and teachers. Their responsibil-
ity is to equip God's people to do his work and build up the church, the 
body of Christ, until we come to such unity in our faith and knowledge of 
God's Son that we will be mature and full grown in the Lord, measuring 
up to the full stature of Christ. Then we will no longer be like children, 
forever changing our minds about what we believe because someone has 
told us something different or because someone has cleverly lied to us and 
made the lie sound like the truth. Instead, we will hold to the truth in love, 
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from sinning against the Lord. When Jesus was tempted by the devil, He 
quoted Scripture and resisted the temptation. Hide God’s Word in your 
heart. 

5. REVIVES YOU: 

“My soul clings to the dust; Revive me according to Your 
word.” (Psalm 119:25). Do you want a personal revival in your life? Get 
into the Word. 

6. STRENGTHENS YOU: 

“My soul melts from heaviness; Strengthen me according to Your 
word.” (Psalm 119:28). Do you need strengthening? Read and study your 
Bible. 

7. GIVES YOU WISDOM: 

“I have more understanding than all my teachers, For Your testimo-
nies are my meditation.” (Psalm 119:99). Do you need more wisdom in 
your life? You’ll get it in God’s Word. 

8. GIVES YOU LIGHT – DIRECTION FOR YOUR LIFE: 

“Your word is a lamp to my feet And a light to my path.” (Psalm 
119:105). We’re living in a dark world. God’s Word will give you direction 
for your life. 

9. GIVES YOU JOY: 

“These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may remain in you, 
and that your joy may be full.” (John 15:11). Could you use some more joy 
in your life? Get God’s Word into your heart. 

10. GIVES YOU PEACE: 

“These things I have spoken to you, that in Me you may have peace. 
In the world you will have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have over-
come the world.” (John 16:33). When God’s Word is in your heart, you 
can have peace. 

There are many more benefits to studying the Bible, but I trust that 
these have stirred up your heart with a renewed passion to get into God’s 
Word for yourself. 

 

WHAT IS THE BIBLE? 

“All Scripture is inspired by God and is useful to teach us what is true 
and to make us realize what is wrong in our lives. It straightens us out and 
teaches us to do what is right.” (2 Tim. 3:16-17, NLT). 

The first thing we learn about the Bible is that it has been inspired by 
God. The Bible was not written by human beings, but by God Himself. 
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came to the Bible to try to disprove it. When they examined the evidence 
for themselves, they all came to the conclusion, “There is a God, and this 
book must be true.” If you have doubts about the Bible, I challenge you to 
take a look at it and examine it for yourself. Search its pages, and you will 
see that there are no errors or contradictions, and you will discover for 
yourself that it is indeed the very Word of God. 

5. The Problem of ENJOYABILITY:  

People say, “The Bible is so boring!” I would like to suggest to you 
that most people who make that statement have never read their Bibles. 
The Bible is full of life: it’s exciting! It’s got everything you want from a 
great book: It has adventure, drama, suspense, intrigue, supernatural ele-
ments, poetry and romance. It’s an amazing book. Yes, some parts of the 
Bible are more interesting than others, but don’t say that it’s boring. There 
is a joy that comes when you feed on the Word. It’s one thing to come to 
church on Sunday morning and have your pastor teach you about what 
God is like, but there is no joy that compares with you sitting at home and 
reading your Bible, and having God speak to you personally through it. I 
want to challenge you to get into your Bible for yourself. 

Another reason people don’t study the Bible is they don’t realize how 
much it’ll benefit them!   

 

TEN BENEFITS TO READING THE BIBLE: 

 

1. IT HELPS YOU GROW SPIRITUALLY:  

“As newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the word, that you may 
grow thereby.” (1 Peter 2:2). Reading your Bible will help you to grow 
spiritually, and become more like Jesus. 

2. MAKES YOU PROSPEROUS & SUCCESSFUL: 

“This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but you 
shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to 
all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and 
then you will have good success.” (Joshua 1:8). If you want to be prosper-
ous and successful, obey God’s Word. 

3. HELPS YOU TO WALK IN PURITY: 

“How can a young man cleanse his way? By taking heed according to 
Your word.” (Psalm 119:9). God’s Word will help you to walk in purity. 

4. GUARDS YOUR HEART AGAINST SIN: 

“Your word I have hidden in my heart, That I might not sin against 
You!” (Psalm 119:11). Memorizing the Scripture will help to keep you 
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becoming more and more in every way like Christ, who is the head of his 
body, the church. Under his direction, the whole body is fitted together 
perfectly. As each part does its own special work, it helps the other parts 
grow, so that the whole body is healthy and growing and full of 
love.” (Eph. 4:11-16). 

It’s time for us to discover what we believe for ourselves. If someone 
can talk you into believing something, then someone else can talk you out 
of it. We have all these different teachings and interpretations, and too 
many believers don’t know what they believe, or why they believe it. It’s 
time for them to get into the Bible for themselves and not just take some-
one else’s word for it. Thank God for the pastors and teachers that He has 
given us to help us understand His Word, but God has invited us to come 
to the Scriptures for ourselves. Too many Christians are content to be 
under the Word of God, but not in the Word of God for themselves. 
They’ll spend hundreds of dollars on the latest teaching CD’s, and fly all 
over the country to go to Bible conferences to get under the Word of 
God, but they won’t walk across the living room to pick up their Bible. 
Something is wrong in the church today. 

About five hundred years ago, there was a time when the average 
Christian did not have access to the Word of God for themselves. The 
only Bible in the church was literally chained to the pulpit, and written in a 
language the common person couldn’t read. People could not go directly 
to God and know Him through His Word for themselves. If they wanted 
to know what God was like, they would have to go to the priest, and take 
his word for it. During this time period we call the Protestant Refor-
mation; great men of God like Martin Luther, John Calvin and John Wyc-
liffe realized that what they were being taught was wrong. They said, “God 
has invited all of us as His children to know Him for ourselves.” They 
started translating the Scriptures into the common language of the people, 
but many of these heroes of the faith were martyred by the corrupt Catho-
lic Church who didn’t want people to have access to the Bible for them-
selves. Today, because of the work of many of these reformers, we can go 
to the Bible for ourselves. This is an amazing privilege from the Lord, and 
we can’t neglect this.   

The above Scripture in Ephesians tells us that God’s desire is that we 
would we grow up spiritually, and become healthy and full of love – just 
like Jesus.  

Let me share some startling statistics with you. George Barna wrote 
The State of the Church in 2002. He conducted a survey of Christians and 
here’s what he discovered about their knowledge of the Bible.  

48% could not name the four Gospels.  
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60% could not name even 5 of the Ten Commandments.  

Could you name the Ten Commandments? What about the 66 books 
of the Bible?  

One year in our children’s ministry, my wife Liza (who is our chil-
dren’s ministry overseer) took children through a curriculum called “Bible 
Blitz.” This taught the children the books of the Bible. It’s time to become 
Bible literate believers. Let’s start living by this book. 

One of our church’s mottos is: “Providing Hope, Healing and Resto-
ration through God’s Word.” Do you want hope, healing or restoration in 
your life? It comes one way: through God’s Word. You can go to church 
your whole life and never experience the life-transforming freedom that’s 
available through Jesus Christ. It’s as you come to know the truth that the 
truth makes you free.  

The Apostle Paul wrote this challenging rebuke to the church at Cor-
inth: “When I was with you I couldn't talk to you as I would to mature 
Christians. I had to talk as though… you were infants in the Christian life. 
I had to feed you with milk and not with solid food, because you couldn't 
handle anything stronger. And you still aren't ready, for you are still con-
trolled by your own sinful desires. You are jealous of one another and 
quarrel with each other… You are acting like people who don't belong to 
the Lord.” (1 Cor. 3:1-3, NLT). 

How do you know if you’re still in the child stage of spiritual growth? 
When you struggle with jealousy, strife and divisions. If those things are 
true of you, then it’s time to grow up. We need to get the Word of God 
working mightily in us and transforming our lives.   

Let me share a story with you to help illustrate this point. “Our family 
went on a holiday to Tampa, Florida. As far as the eye could see, orange 
trees were loaded with fruit. When we stopped for breakfast, I ordered 
orange juice with my eggs. "I’m sorry," the waitress said. "I can’t bring you 
orange juice. Our machine is broken." At first I was dumbfounded. We 
were surrounded by millions of oranges, and I knew they had oranges in 
the kitchen. What was the problem? No juice? Hardly. We were surround-
ed by thousands of gallons of juice. The problem was they had become 
dependent on a machine to get it.” (Leroy Eims).  

What would happen to your intake of God’s Word if the ‘machine’ of 
the church was to shut down? If all of the churches were forced to close 
down, would you know how to feed yourself God’s Word? We need to 
learn how to feed ourselves the Word of God so that we can grow up, and 
become spiritually mature. 
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SOME OF THE REASONS PEOPLE DON’T READ THE BIBLE: 

 

1. The Problem of RELEVANCE: 

This is one of the reasons people give for not reading the Bible. They 
say, “The Bible is archaic, it’s out of date! This book was written over 
2,000 years ago – how can it have any relevance to my life as an intellectu-
al person in the technologically advanced twenty first century? How can 
this book make any difference in my life today?” My answer to this objec-
tion is an easy one. The Bible isn’t an old book that was written by human 
beings thousands of years ago, but it is an eternal, living book that was 
written by God Himself. God’s revelation is as alive today as when first 
written. God’s Word is still changing people’s lives today. 

2. The Problem of TRAINING:   

When it comes to Bible study, some people say, “I don’t know how to 
do it. I’ve never been to Bible College. I don’t have the right techniques or 
the right training.” The answer to this objection is that we simply need to 
recover the skills of reading. It’s true that we are living in a generation to-
day that doesn’t read much. It’s no wonder we have a hard time getting 
people to read their Bibles when they just don’t read period. The good 
news is that you don’t need professional training to be able to read the 
Bible. Although the Bible is so deep that it will be challenging and stimu-
lating for the most intellectual person, it’s also simple enough that a child 
can open up its pages and understand what they need to know to be saved 
and live a life that pleases God.  

3. The Problem of TIME:    

Perhaps the most common objection I hear when it comes to reading 
the Bible is, “I just don’t have the time. I’m too busy.” Even though this is 
the number one reason people give for not reading their Bible, in reality 
this is the worst excuse of all. The problem is not time, it is really priori-
ties. We all have same 24 hours in a day. The time is there, the issue is – 
what are you spending your time doing? Let’s make reading God’s Word a 
priority in our lives. 

4. The Problem of RELIABILITY:  

People say, “I have my doubts about the Bible. How do we know that 
we can trust it? How do we know that someone didn’t just make it up?” 
My response to this objection is that the Bible is completely reliable, con-
sistent, and reasonable.
